 IN THE NEWS                                                                                                                                                                                                            Construction of the orphanage reaches it’s finishing stage, we estimate the work to be complete by mid November, and we intend to house the first group of children there in December.                       
Kibera slum ministry is blessed to be God’s hands in the community in the face of very difficult economical times in our country. As you may know, Our country has been in the news internationally since the beginning of the year because of the drought that was experienced in parts, the drought caused a serious shortage of food , and as if that was not enough, more tragedies have  visited the country this season, the high cost of fuel and the weakening of the Shilling to it’s lowest point in history has made matters worse for us. People are living in desperation, especially the poor who are our target group as basic commodities become more and more unaffordable for the majority of poor living in the slum and whose income is less than  1dollar a day. The prices of foodstuff such as flour and sugar are more than doubled, most people cannot buy a kg of sugar since it has soared  beyond a day’s wage, 1kg of sugar is now 200 shillings up from 95shillings in December last year. At the school we noticed that most children looked weak as they come to school and it is because some never take breakfast at home and there are others who sleep on hungry stomach. Some of our school children are conscious of their situation at home and goes as far as carrying their lunch in school for their little sibling at home, which means they deny themselves to share their small plate of food. The desperation is also reflected on their outward appearances, more children come to school with old torn shoes, others in open slippers, and some in torn clothes. We realized that their guardians can’t genuinely afford to buy these Items because they are struggling to put a meal on the table. Two friends of the ministry already bought 18pairs of shoes, and we are doing more to help with repairs and uniforms, these are some of the responsibilities we would not take away from parents in normal circumstances.  We are taking care of more medical cases and one of major ones was on 7th October when we took Luckstone for an operation to remove the ugly tumor that was hanging on his ear, this was also made possible through  the contribution of friends of this ministry and everyone is amazed at the miracle that has happened to the boy.
